e Resident PARKING is prohibited in the Park Areas (that’s the
“park” area across the street from any home on a street name
ending in “Park”) Overnight parking by Residents is prohibited.
Guests may park in the park areas on a short term basis.

e NO SIGNS/NOTICES/ETC. are permitted to be attached to
ANY part of STOP OR STREET SIGNS. This is in violation of
RP deed restrictions. These signs will be removed. You CAN
place a missing pet sign ON A STAKE for up to 7 days. To clar-
ify signage questions call the office or visit the RPCIA website,
under ACC Guidelines & Restrictions.

About RP’s Trash Service:

We have “back door” trash service. That means you do NOT have to take
your trash cans to the street. As long as the cans are visible & accessible
the trash guys will come and get the trash, leaving your cans by your door.

Trash bags of leaves, etc. should not be put out until DAY OF PICK-UP.
They must be bagged and weigh no more than 30 Ibs. each. There is a limit
to how much can be picked up each day; call the office by 10 a.m. Tuesday
for a large pickup.

Dumping leaves, limbs, etc. in a park area is prohibited and could be fined.
Please bundle or bag in your driveway.

Noteworthy Iltems

On June 8, 2010 The Courier printed an article about the Lone Star
Groundwater Conservation District voting unanimously to grant RP
Country Club conversion credits for reducing it's groundwater
depency. Since 1988 the club has been recycling treated wastewa-
ter from RP’s MUDs to irrigate a portion of the golf course. The club
will accrue one credit for every gallon of treated water used and can
then redeem the credits during times of drought or when RP exceeds
it's pumpage limits in a given year. The credits are being given to
the CC because it is the entity responsible for the reduction in
usage, estimated to be 1.1 billion gallons saved since 1988.

RPCC, RPMUD and East Plantation UD are planning to enter into
their own Groundwater Reduction Plan rather than join San Jacinto
River Authority’s Groundwater Reduction Plan. The deadline to
submit the plan is April 1, 2011.
